 Take 11/15 North (toward Selinsgrove).  
 Where Route 15 and Route 11 split (near Sunbury), 

continue on Route 11 North to Northumberland.  
 At the first traffic light (just past a railroad underpass) 

turn left on Route 147 North.  
 Travel to the Milton-Broadway exit. At the end of the 

ramp, turn right (Broadway-Route 254 East) and travel 0.3 
miles.  

 Turn left on Stamm Road (Stamm’s Restaurant is on the 
right and the church sign is on the left corner. The church 
is approximately 1/4 mile on the left.
